EXPLAIN THE GOSPEL FROM JOHN 3:16:  
“For God so loved the world...” 
1. The Creator has always loved us & had a special plan for us. 

Ø Gen. 1:1, 26-28 “In the beginning God created the heaven and 
the earth….And God said, Let us make man in our image, after 
our likeness: and let them have dominion…over all the earth…So 
God created man in his own image, in the image of God created 
he him; male and female created he them. And God blessed 
them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and 
replenish the earth.” 

2. But our sin separates us from God, the Giver and Sustainer of life. 
Ø Rom. 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, 

and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all 
have sinned:” (See also: Rom. 3:23, 6:23) 

Ø Rev. 20:14 “And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. 
This is the second death.” (See also: Rev. 21:8) 

“…that He gave His only begotten Son…” 
3. So God sent His Son to restore the relationship that was lost. 

Ø 1 Pet. 3:18 “For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just 
for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death 
in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:” 
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“…that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life.” 
4. If we believe in Jesus, we can enjoy “everlasting life”—a never-

ending relationship with God as our Father.  
Ø Rom. 5:1 “Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with 

God through our Lord Jesus Christ:” 
Ø Gal. 2:16 “Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of 

the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in 
Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and 
not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no 
flesh be justified.”  

Ø Jn. 3:14-15 “And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilder-
ness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: That whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.” 

Ø Jn. 1:12 “But as many as received him, to them gave he power to 
become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:”

1. Would you like to become a child of God? If so, just tell God! 

Ø Rom. 10:9-13 “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the 
Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised 
him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man 
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is 
made unto salvation. For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth 
on him shall not be ashamed. For there is no difference between 
the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all 
that call upon him. For whosoever shall call upon the name of 
the Lord shall be saved.” 

2. You know what happened just now? You became a child of God… 
Ø Gal. 4:6 “And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit 

of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.” 
Ø Jn. 10:27-30 “My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and 

they follow me: And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall 
never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 
My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man 
is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. I and my Father 
are one.”
